(SESI) today announced it has reopened Metro South Academy as the High Road School of Massachusetts – featuring an updated curriculum and renewed commitment to offer high-quality education for students with significant emotional and behavioral challenges.
 “The most important change is that we now use a personalized academic model to provide the most individualized instruction possible for our students,” explained High Road school director Anthony Clancy. “This one-on-one technique has had an enormous affect on students like ours. It is very different from the traditional group instruction previously done at this school.”
The High Road School of Massachusetts, based on Pleasant Street in East Bridgewater, can now draw on resources and expertise from SESI’s national school system, exclusively focused on specialized education for students with learning disabilities, emotional problems and social challenges.
Since reopening, the High Road School staff has brought the facility into compliance with Massachusetts Department of Education regulations, improved its core curriculum and occupational therapy program, and started a vocational skills program to prepare its high-school age students for future employment.
Michael Kaufman, the CEO of SESI schools, based in Yardley, Pa., said one of his company’s strengths is that “we have the expertise and resources to quickly retool an existing school and restore the confidence of local public school officials and parents by offering a top-notch education to at-risk students.”

Kaufman noted he is proud that SESI has expanded its services into Massachusetts. “Massachusetts is a progressive state where public school officials recognize the advantages of going outside their own districts to do what’s best for their students with special needs,” said Kaufman.
Public school districts in Brockton, Carver, Fall River, Norton and Norwood now send students in grades 6-12 to the High Road School.
